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Introduction

This contribution addresses a minor issue within 24.228.

Note that the change affects text that is duplicated (in the same clause) in Annex A. If this text is not moved to the main part of the document, then the correction should also be applied to that duplicated text in Annex A.

Proposal

Clause 6.3, 3rd paragraph.

The purpose of the final sentence is unclear. Currently the path information is not used, as this is not included into the REGISTER message shown in flow 1. Presumably therefore the path used is only the same if the various look-ups used to determine the route of the first registration also return the same information for the reregistration request. We believe this is in fact the case, and therefore the text should be corrected to show this.

When this contribution was put to email approval after a previous meeting. Nokia made the following comment:

The whole paragraph needs a reformulation. When UE sends a re-registration, it does not send it "in response to the expiration of the existing registration information ...". Thus, we would like to see a reformulation of the whole paragraph instead. Contribution NOT agreed.

This comment appears to be an objection to the contents of the first paragraph which were not contributed against at the last meeting. However in the interest of resolving our own comment, we would propose an additional change to the first sentence, and the proposal is therefore as follows:

Application level re-registration is initiated by the UE either prior to the expiration of the existing registration information at the S-CSCF or in response to a change in the registration status of the UE. Re-registration determines the path in the same manner as described in subclause 6.2.

A similar change should also be made to clause 16.3, 3rd paragraph.
