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Introduction

Currently TS 23.218 “  IP Multimedia (IM) Session Handling; IP Multimedia (IM) call model” is a contribution contributed by CN1, CN2 and CN5, with CN1 owning the SIP aspects, CN2 owning the CAP interworking aspects, and CN5 owning the OSA aspects.  Currently the contents TS 23.218 are the following:

· Repetition or summary of the contents of other documents (e.g. Section 9.1.1 are included in TS 23.218 in with CR-51) which describe the ISC, CAMEL states and OSA functionality.

· Filter criteria

· High level call/session flows illustrating some service scenarios.

This contribution proposes that TS 23.218 does not repeat what is already included in other specifications, and concentrates on the filter criteria.  After performing the stage 2 of the filter criteria, CN4 should be informed in order for the stage 3 work for the filter criteria to be completed.

As it has been agreed that it is the same session which is used in the network, as is used on the ISC interface, separating the ISC interface into a separate document from the session control of the network is not advisable.  This document proposes that a few of the simplified flows are shown in TS 24.228.

The experts for the handling of the interworking between SIP and the other technologies are located in the working groups dealing with those technologies.  As such, CN2 would be the experts for dealing with ISC-CAP interworking, and CN5 contains the experts for dealing with the ISC-OSA interworking aspects.  As such, it would be natural to consider that these groups would document the results of their studies in there own manner.

Proposal

CN1 adopts the principle that:

· TS 23.218 does not reproduce material already contained in other specification.

· The ISC call flows are described in TS 24.228

· TS 23.218 details the stage 2 aspects of the filter criteria.

· The interworking between the ISC and CAP is described within CN2

· The interworking between the ISC and OSA is described within CN5
