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Introduction

This is the first joint meeting where both CN1 and CN5 participate in the process of completing 3G TS 23.218 IP Multimedia (IM) Session Handling. This specification is the prime responsibility of CN1, whereas CN5 is specifically concerned with the Stage 3 protocol specifications of the OSA API. This paper proposes a division of the work and responsibilities between CN1 and CN5 regarding the OSA related sections of TS 23.218.

Discussion

TS 23.218 deals with IP Multimedia Session Handling and IM Call Models for handling of IP Multimedia session originations and terminations for an IP multimedia subscriber. Specifically the interactions between the Service Platform and the S-CSCF are of interest. One of the three options for these service platforms is the OSA Application Server, which connects to the S-CSCF via the OSA Service Capability Server. The combination of OSA-AS and OSA-SCS as a total behaves towards the S-CSCF as a SIP Application Server. Section 12 of TS 23.218 "IP Multimedia session handling with an OSA-Service Capability Server" would be under the responsibility of CN5. Significant components of that section are the description of the OSA Call models and the OSA Session Handling Procedures.

The set of TS 29.198 specifications constitutes the stage 3 definition of the OSA API. This stage 3 contains the OSA Call Model for the Multiparty Call Control Service (MPCCS) API in the form of a State Transition Diagram.

The set of TR 29.998 specifications provide the protocols mappings for the various OSA Service Capability Features. There is a placeholder TR 29.998 part 4 sub-part 4 "Multiparty Call Control SIP" dedicated to contain the mappings from the MPCCS API to SIP methods and responses. At the 13th CN5 meeting in Munich, 11-14 September 2001, an input contribution N5-010790 from Ericsson provided an initial proposal for TR 29.998-4-4. CN1 and CN5 collectively need to make sure that the mappings are related to the selection of SIP extensions that are being defined for use in the IM CN subsystem. 
Proposal

This paper proposes the following:

· To add in the section of 3G TS 23.218 that describes the OSA-SCS Call Models, a reference to the MPCCS State Transition Diagrams of 3G TS 29.198-04. This Technical Specification is completed published as part of 3GPP Release 4.

· To add in the section of 3G TS 23.218 that describes the OSA Session Handling Procedures, a reference to the MPCCS-to-SIP mappings in 3G TR 29.998-04-04. This Technical Report is targeted for completion in the March 2002 timeframe of 3GPP Release 5.
