In CN1#20 meeting, N1-011546 gave two options to tokenise more than one entity by I-CSCF if hiding is needed. It was agreed that option 2 is the better choice. This contribution is a CR to include this option into notation of 24.228.

e)   UE#3’s (i.e. target in call transfer scenario) associated entities:

If there is a Call Transfer, then the Transfer Target is UE#3

UE#3's home network is:
home3.net

The S-CSCF serving UE#3 is:
scscf3.home3.net

The I-CSCF in UE#3's home network is:
icscf3_1.home3.net

If there are two I-CSCFs in home3.net involved in the call flows, then the second I-CSCF is:
icscf3_2.home3.net

UE#3 is roaming in:
visited3.net

The P-CSCF serving UE#3 in visited3.net is:
pcscf3.visited3.net

Via: SIP/2.0/UDP scsf1.home1.net  ( Via: Token (SIP/2.0/UDP scsf1.home1.net)
If one entity in Record-Route header or Route header needs to been tokenised, the tokenisation is:

Record-Route: sip:scscf1.home1.net (Record-Route: Token(sip:scscf1.home1.net)
