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Discussion

SA2 approved a CR to 23.228 on Requirement to indicate to UE what to do on alerting (S2-012606).  The CR added the following clause requiring the network to give an indication to the originating UE whether to synthesize alerting prior to the incoming media.

5.4.6.4 Session progress indication to the originating UE

The pre-alerting or alerting indications returned to the originating UE shall enable the originating UE to inform the calling user of the session progress prior to the arrival of the incoming media (for example the originating UE may synthesise ringing locally). 

Proposal

1. It is proposed that the following text:

On receipt of the 183 Session Progress with SDP, since no resources have yet been reserved for the session, the originating UE shall not play incoming media or perform local alerting.

 be added to the 183 Session Progress steps in the 24.228 Mobile origination flows, specifically:

· Section 7.2.2 (MO#1) Step 11

· Section 7.2.3 (MO#2) Step 11

· Section 17.2.2 (MO#1b) Step 14

2. It is proposed that the following text:

On receipt of the 180 Ringing, the originating UE shall inform the calling user of the session progress prior to the arrival of the incoming media.  For example, for a 180 Ringing with SDP, the originating UE may play incoming media as described within the SDP; and for a 180 Ringing with no SDP (or with SDP but all ports in the media description set to 0), the originating UE shall alert locally.

be added to the 180 Ringing steps in the 24.228 Mobile Origination flows, specifically:

· Section 7.2.2 (MO#1) step 28 

· Section 7.2.3 (MO#2) step 28

· Section 17.2.2 (MO#1b) Step 36
