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The following changes have been made: 

1. S2 deleted from secondary responsibility for 24.228. The work has reached sufficient maturity that SA2 no longer need to be involved in the contents of this specification.

2. 23.218 has now been split into a number of documents, with some of the work going to CN2 and some going to CN5. This work in the other groups should still be reflected in the CN1 work item by means of linked work items, but the deliverables are explicitly covered by those linked work items:

· CAMEL Phase 4

· APIs for MultiMedia Call Control
3. The expected output and timescale should be revised to reflect the new calender of meetings, as two extra meetings have been added and the dates of a further meeting revised since the last revision of the work plan. We have not changed the delivery dates, and we believe that there is no requirement to change the delivery dates. We do know that some work will need to continue in Release 6, but it is currently premature to identify that work, which will require a new work item.

4. In support of the AS, the ISC interface have been added to the Objectives (section 4) and to the comments on 24.228 and 24.229.

5. In support of the BGCF, 3GPP SA WG2 have added the Mi, Mj and Mk reference points (see 3GPP TS 23.002 clauses 6a.7.10, 6a.7.11, 6a.7.12). The interfaces at these reference points all carry the SIP protocol, and are included in the scope of the CN1 documents. These interfaces should therefore be added to the Objectives (section 4) and to the comments on 24.228 and 24.229.

6. In support of the MRFC, 3GPP SA WG2 have added the Mr reference point (see 3GPP TS 23.002 clause 6a.7.6). The interface at these reference point carry the SIP protocol, and are included in the scope of the CN1 documents. These interfaces should therefore be added to the Objectives (section 4) and to the comments on 24.228 and 24.229.

7. Deletion of "Lawful interception architecture" in the linked work items, as Lawful interception for the IM CN subsystem will not be covered in Release 5.

8. The related CN3 and CN4 work items have been added.

· Interworking between IMS and IP networks

· Interworking between IMS and CS networks

· E2E QoS interworking

· IP Multimedia CN Subsystem, CSCF-HSS (Cx) interface
No existing specifications have been added to the specifications list. There has been some discussion on the list as to whether 24.008 should be added. The only changes proposed so far appear to relate to end-to-end QoS changes (e.g. transmission of the authorization token). Changes to 24.008 within this scope appear to be explicitly covered in the CN3 work item, so would appear not to be needed in the CN1 work item.
