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Introduction

24.229 serves as the main normative protocol specification document for the IMS. The authors of this contribution are of the opinion that 24.229 is a delta document to the currently existing Internet drafts and RFCs, which are used for 3GPP IMS. Therefore it seems unlikely that, even during the drafting period of 24.229, a reader would choose to read 24.229 independently of the corresponding Internet drafts / RFCs. 

Furthermore it is regarded as dangerous to reproduce text from the Internet Drafts / RFCs in 24.229, as this might lead to inconsistency with the base specifications. In that case a reader might be confused by the content of (the draft version of) 24.229. 

Proposal

It is proposed to delete all definition text in section 3.1 which is a re-production of already existing Internet Drafts. These  defintions shall be collected under a new headline “external defintions” and only include the references. This is the usual way of external definitions are introduced into a specification.

The editors of this contribution are willing to support the editor of 24.229 if the proposed changes are regarded as too time consuming to be implemented.
