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Introduction

This contribution contains a number of editorial and minor technical changes to TS 24.229. The technical changes are to introduce consistency either within the document or with other documents, and therefore should not be controversial.

Most of the changes do not directly relate to each other.

Changes from the previous version are reflected by yellow highlight.
Point 1
Clause 11.1.2.1 - Procedures at the UE - Subscription and notification for the network-initiated deregistration event - Editor's note

Update the editor's note to correct the reference.

Editor's Note: 11.1.2.2 is reserved for subscription and notification to future events

Point 2
Clause 11.4.1.3 - Procedures at the S-CSCF - User-initiated deregistration - 2nd paragraph.

Remove indefinite article.

When S-CSCF receives a REGISTER request with the Expires header field containing the value zero, the SP-CSCF shall: 

-
de-register the subscriber and remove all related stored information;

-
insert its own FQDN or IP address in the form of SIP URL at the top of the list found in the Path header saved from the REGISTER request; 

-
add its Path header on the top of the received list of Path headers, and returns this list in the 200 OK response.

Point 3
Clause 11.4.1.4 - Procedures at the S-CSCF - Network-initiated deregistration - 1st paragraph.

Use preferred term "public user identity".

Restructure final sentence to active.

When a network-initiated deregistration event occurs for a public user identity, and the UE has subscribed for that event, the S-CSCF shall generate a NOTIFY request in order to inform the UE of the network-initiated deregistration event for that public user identity. The S-CSCF shall set the event header to the name of the event package, which provides information about the registration state of the UE.

Point 4
Clause 11.4.1.4 - Procedures at the S-CSCF - Network-initiated deregistration - 2nd paragraph.

Use preferred term "public user identity".

Restructure final sentence to active sense.

When a network-initiated deregistration event occurs for a public user identity, and the P-CSCF has subscribed for registration events for that public user identity, the S-CSCF shall generate a NOTIFY request in order to inform the P-CSCF of the network initiated deregistration event for that public user identity. The S-CSCF shall set the event header to the name of the event package, which provides information about the registration state of the UE.  

Point 5
Clause 11.4.1.4 - Procedures at the S-CSCF - Network-initiated deregistration - 3rd paragraph.

Use preferred term "public user identity".

If the network-initiated deregistration is for a set of public user identities associated with the subscriber, the NOTIFY shall send the registration state of all public user identities of the subscriber.

Point 6
This point should not be included in N1-011892 or its revisions is accepted.
Clause 11.4.1.5 - Procedures at the S-CSCF - Network-initiated reauthentication - 1st paragraph.

We need to define what is meant by an authentication challenge at this point. As this is still awaiting the completion of work by SA3, it is proposed that an editor's note should be inserted here identifying work still needs to be done.

The S-CSCF may request a subscriber to reauthenticate at any time, based on a number of possible operator settable triggers, by sending an authentication challenge.
