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Introduction

3GPP TS 24.228 contains a large number of editor's notes, some of which have been there for some time, and have therefore either been overtaken by events, or require amendment to bring them up to the current status of discussion.

This contribution focusses on the editor's notes in clause 7.4, and makes proposals either for removal or amendment.

Clause 17.4 is a parallel clause for the configuration hiding case, but currently contains no editor's notes.

1st editor's note - clause 7.4.4 flow 12 (SS7:ACM)

The text of the editor's note is as follows:

Editor’s Note: Alternatively the SS7 ACM may also be sent without any "subscriber free" indication meaning that the address is complete but not implying that the party is being alerted. This could be shown in a separate signalling flow.

The editor's note should be deleted. There is no problem about showing new flows, but these should be input by new contributions. 

CN3 may have some views on which flows should be shown.

2nd editor's note - clause 7.4.4 flow 13 (180 Ringing (PSTN-T to S-S))

The text of the editor's note is as follows:

Editor’s Note: The 183 Session Progress is used when there is no such indication from the SS7 ACM (no information about the called party being free or alerted). This could be shown in a separate signalling flow.
The editor's note should be deleted. There is no problem about showing new flows, but these should be input by new contributions. 

CN3 may have some views on which flows should be shown.

3rd editor's note - clause 7.4.4 flow 13 (180 Ringing (PSTN-T to S-S))

The text of the editor's note is as follows:

Editor’s Note: Additional QoS interactions to handle one-way media at this point (e.g. for PSTN ringback and announcements) is for further study. This may depend on the SDP information included in the 180/183 messages.

We undersand that QoS interaction for one way media here mean gating operation between P-CSCF/PCF and GGSN and it would not involve MGCF. Therefore we believe the editor's note can be deleted.

4th editor's note - Annex Annex A-3: Proposed addition of “Mobile termination, roaming, without I-CSCF in home network providing configuration independence, terminal is out of radio coverage”

The text of the editor's note is as follows:

Editor’s Note: It is not clear how the following text (7.4.7) should be included in the previous re-organization of 7.4. Should this text replace 7.4.2.2 above or should it be placed in a new 7.4.2.4 subclause?

It is not appropriate that this flow replaces 7.4.2.2; although the functionality is closely related, it is not the same case.

It is therefore appropriate that a new clause is created and the next available clause without renumbering is 7.4.2.4.

It is therefore proposed that 24.228 is modifed to renumber this clause as 7.4.2.4.

When the above change is agreed, this editor's note can be deleted.
