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Introduction

This contribution identifies a number of miscellaneous requirements for inclusion in TS 24.229 relating to the usage of SIP within the BGCF. These proposals relate to clause 11.6.

The following changes have been made:

Procedures at the BGCF

11.6.1
General

The use of the Path header shall not be supported by the BGCF. 
11.6.2
Session initiation transaction

When the BGCF receives an INVITE request, the BGCF shall forward the request either to an MGCF within its own network, or to another network containing an MGCF. The BGCF need not Record-Route the INVITE request.
NOTE:
The means by which the decision is made to forward to an MGCF or to another network is outside the scope of this specification, but may be by means of a lookup to an external database, or may be by data held internally to the BGCF.
