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Discussion

The latest version of TS 23.218 includes content for subchapter 7.1 Subscriber data related storage requirements for HSS. The following figure has been introduced, giving an outline of the user service profile data model stored in HSS. 
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This picture describes the information model stored in HSS, covering information related to iFC as sFC as defined in 23.218 chapter 6.8.1.3. 

This data model is not consistent with the one described in the Annex B of TS 29.228: User profile UML model for the Cx interface.  
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The idea of showing the data model in TS 23.218 requires being consistent and avoiding possible duplications of information between both specifications. CN plenary has given CN4 the responsibility to cover, at protocol level, Sh, Si and Cx interfaces. TS 23.218 contains some information that collides with what CN4 has done so far regarding Cx interface in TS 29.228.

We propose not to duplicate information between TS 23.218 and CN4 specifications.

Proposal

The purpose of this contribution is to add references in chapter 7 of TS 23.218 to TS 29.228. The reason is that part of this information is duplicated/inconsistent with TS 29.228.

HSS stores information required by:
· S-CSCFs (downloaded via Cx interface). Data model and abstract syntax notation are described in TS 29.228 [13].

· IM-SSF Application Servers (downloaded via Si interface).
· Application Servers (downloaded via Sh interface).

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7.2
Interfaces defined for HSS 

7.2.1
HSS – X-CSCF (Cx) interface

This interface is used to send subscriber data to the  S-CSCF, including Filter criteria which indicates which SIP requests should be proxied to which Application Servers.

The protocol used between the HSS and CSCF (Cx Interface) is specified in 3GPP TS 29.228[13].

7.2.2
HSS - Application Server (Sh) interface

The Sh interface is between the HSS and the SIP Application Servers and the OSA SCS and is used for transferring User Profile information. 

7.2.3
HSS – CSE interface

The protocol used on the interface between the HSS and the CAMEL Service Environment (CSE) is the MAP protocol. 

7.2.4 HSS – IM-SSF Application Server (Si) Interface

The Si interface is between the HSS and the IM-SSF Application Server and is used for transferring IMS CAMEL specific information.
