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1. Overall Description:

In TS 26.xyz version 1.0.0 owned by WG SA#4, section 7.1 states:

"The bandwidth information of each media type shall be carried in SDP messages in both session and media type level during codec negotiation, session establishment and resource reallocation."

CN1 would like to understand the motivation and need for having the bandwidth parameter in both media and session level, as those contain redundant information.

As P-CSCF and S-CSCF are allowed to examine and remove media parameters from the SDP payload originally inserted by the UAs, it is needed to update the bandwidth parameters accordingly for each changed media line. In case the bandwidth parameter is present on session level, the CSCFs will need to recalculate and update that parameter as well. At their current level of understanding of this issue, CN1 believes that the bandwidth parameter on session level is not needed in case it is present on media level, and the presence of it introduces unnecessary requirement and complexity to CSCFs.

2. Action to SA4 group

CN1 kindly requests SA4 to study the above description together with the call flows in 3GPP TS 24.228 and procedures described in 24.229. CN1 also request SA4 to reconsider the requirement for mandating the bandwidth parameter at session level.
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
