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Abstract

This is the first of a number of contributions to clean up the IETF references. This contribution deals with the references that are not directly used by 3GPP SIP.

Introduction

For the plenary, we have to clean up our IETF references in 24.229.

Essentially the following options exist:

1) Where the reference is already an RFC, no problem exists.

2) There are a batch of documents that IETF is attempting to get into the RFC editor's queue by the TSG CN plenary - and for these there is no problem except for replacement by the RFC reference when the RFC number becomes available. My assumption on the current list for this is:

· draft-ietf-sip-rfc2543bis

· draft-ietf-sip-events

· draft-ietf-mmusic-ipv6

· draft-ietf-mmusic-offeranswer

(the ipv6 reference is in place of the sdp-new which does not look like it

will be available in time).

(events is currently not referenced but a contribution will be including it).

(offer answer is normatively referenced from the bis-draft, and although we have no explicit reference at the moment, we are implicitly using it, as amended by the manyfolks draft. I am still looking at whether the contents have an impact on the SDP profile).

(The first item above incorporates the 100 rel draft and I am removing this

reference by a separate contribution).

3) There are a number of documents which we currently use, but which will not be processed in time.

· draft-ietf-sip-refer

· draft-sip-manyfolks-resource

· draft- sip-privacy

· draft- sip-call-auth

Our options here are either to remove the dependency, or to publish the contents of the current internet-draft in an annex of TS 24.229 that is sent to plenary. The only document I can see where we might be able to remove the dependency is the refer draft (but this requires removing the equivalent flows from 23.228 and 24.228 as well). My proposal will be that all the four drafts above are attached as annexes to TS 24.229 unless I hear discussion on the list to the contrary.

4) There are a number of documents that are referenced because they are part of SIP (or will be when they become RFCs). As they are not yet in the RFC queue, we just remove them and forget about them until they do become part of SIP.

· draft-ietf-sip-callerprefs

· draft-ietf-sip-session-timer

· draft- sip-state

Proposal

This proposal deals with item 4 above. Other contributions deal with the referencing issues.

When this contribution removes references, this of course also means appropriate adjustment of the contents where the reference is made. Note that in the interests of keeping up to date with what the IETF is doing, this may well be a late contribution, as coordination on this is taking place all the time.
