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1. Introduction

According to the scope of 24.228 the document is intentended to provide examples of signalling flows for IP multimedia call control which is based on SIP and SDP. This formal definition in the scope has also been followed in CN1 when elaborating the document. 

The call flows which are included in the document are correct but they are certainly not the only possible call flows. In many cases an alternative and compliant signalling flow may take place and our intention has not been to cover all possible cases in 24.228. 

Furthermore, error cases are an example of set of call flows which will exist in real life but are not reflected in 24.228.

Therefore the principle is that 24.229 defines the protocol requirements and 24.228 illustrates via typical examples the resulting behaviour in different system entities, such as UE, P-CSCF, I-CSCF and S-CSCF.

2. proposal

To better reflect this relationship between 24.228 and 24.229 it is proposed that the clauses 6 to 20 in 24.228 are moved to informative annex A and that the heading of annex A is changed to 'Example call flows'.
