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Caveat

While essentially editorial in nature, and with an intent to tidy up some of the loose areas of the specification, this contribution is dependent on the decision taken on the means of providing DTMF support.

If DTMF support is provided using INFO, rather than the RTP method, then this contribution will require modification in order to provide the appropriate cleanup. Some of the proposals will however still be appropriate.

Introduction

At the meeting before the last meeting it was agreed that INFO would not be used by any of the IM CN subsystem entities, and would be treated as an unknown method.

In the main body of the specification, there does not need to be any specification of the INFO method and therefore all the clause titles relating to this can be removed.

In the profiles in Annex A, for the UA, the extension "The SIP INFO method" is already defined as n/a for 3GPP in table A.3, and the INFO method is defined as not applicable in table A.4. For the proxy role, similar changes need to be made.
