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It has been noted in various situations, both in everyday life and empirical studies, that the tolerance to cold weather is mainly an attitude issue. This brief summary is already well known in some cultures and the intention is to share this information with all the participants of the meeting.

So this is what happens when the temperature drops to more wintery figures, all temperatures are in centigrade:

-20 degrees: Breath becomes audible.

-22 degrees: French cars will not start. It is too cold for ice skating.

-23 degrees: Politicians start getting worried for homeless people.

-24 degrees: German cars will not start.

-26 degrees: Breath can be cut for material to build igloos.

-29 degrees: The cat wants to share the pyjamas

-30 degrees: Japanese cars will not start. Lappish people swear and kick the tyre and then start their Lada.

-31 degrees: It is too cold to kiss. Lappish football team starts practicing for the spring season.

-35 degrees: Time to start planning a two week long hot bath. The guys up in the North are busy showeling snow down from the roof.

-39 degrees: Quicksilver freezes. It is too cold to think. The Lappish people button their shirt.

-40 degrees: The car wants to share the bed. In Lapland they put on their pullover.

-45 degrees: People start closing the bathroom windows in Lapland.

-50 degrees: Sealions leave Greenland. Gloves are changed to mittens in Lapland.

-70 degrees: Polar bears leave the North Pole. It is time for skiing competition at Rovaniemi University.

-75 degrees: Santa Claus leaves the Arctic Circle. 

-250 degrees: Alcohol freezes. Lappish people are getting angry.

-258 degrees: Helium condenses to liquid.

-270 degrees: Hell freezes. 

-273,15 degrees: Absolute zero. Primary particles stay completely still. Even the people in Lapland admit that it is getting a bit cold.
