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Introduction

This contribution contains a number of editorial and minor technical changes to TS 24.229 Annex A. The technical changes are to introduce consistency either within the document or with other documents, and therefore should not be controversial.

Most of the changes do not directly relate to each other.

Point 1
Clause A.2 - Title

Modify the title as follows:

Profile definition for the Session Initiation Protocol as used in this specification

Point 2
Clause A.2.1
