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Introduction

Annex C has provided a temporary solution to retaining material while 3GPP TS 24.229 has been developed. It is indicated that the Annex should be deleted before publication. Based on the summary below, it is considered that now is an appropriate time to delete this Annex.

C.1
This is essentially the current working basis, particularly in the area of the AS and S-CSCF operation. Throughout the document we are now using the terminology "dialog". There is also talk of a transaction identifier within IETF. 

Contains no additional information to that specified in the main body of the document.

C.2
This provides no solution to the question. The considerata mention is now being solved by the original dialog id, rather than by end-to-end identification of a session.

Contains no additional information to that specified in the main body of the document.

C.3
While the main body of the specification still has some issues under discussion in this area, the text is essentially complete. Any issues should be discussed in relation to the main draft rather than in association with this annex.

This issue has essentially the same technical solution as C.3, and the same answers therefore apply.

C.5
This requires some documentation at the UA. A companion contribution proposes some text.

This is now outside the scope of Release 5 and will be dealt with in Release 6.
C.7
This is fully covered by the privacy draft. The issue for discussion is whether the privacy draft should always apply, or whether there is a case for open information in the From and To headers.

C.10
This is not the current working assumption.
