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Discussion

A conference call was held with a number of CN1 delegates on the 6th of February, 2002 to discuss the charging correlation information to pass in SIP messages.  The contribution captures the concluded the functional requirements for application server involved in IMS charging.

Proposal

9.4.5 Application server handling of IP multimedia session charging
During a session, the application server may generate the CDR for charging purposes. 

In a session originating case, when processing an incoming initial request carrying the ICID for this session, the application server shall pass this parameter in the outgoing message and may store the parameter for charging purposes. The application server may receive GPRS CIDs from subsequent requests or responses; the application server shall pass this parameter in the outgoing message and may store the parameter for charging purposes
In a session terminating case, the behaviours of the application server are the same as those in the originating case.
When the application server is acting as an originating user agent as described in clause 9.1.1.2 and initiates a session or a stand-alone transaction, it may generate ICID itself.
For detailed information on transporting charging parameters between IMS entities using SIP, see 3GPP TS 24.229 [10].
