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Introduction

With the creation of the -06 version of the rfc2543bis draft, the contents of the 100rel draft were rolled into that document. With the creation of the -08 version, the contents of 100rel are taken out again.
As the 100rel draft is explicitly referenced, this requires some changes to 3GPP TS 24.229 which are detailed in this CR.
In completing this update, the contents have also been completed for the RSeq and RAck headers with the following rational:

1. If the UA supports reliability of provisional responses in SIP, it is optional for a UA to send a 1xx response with reliable transport. This becomes mandatory in 3GPP.

2. If the UA supports reliability of provisional responses in SIP, it is mandatory for a UA to respond with a PRACK request. As reliability of provisional responses in SIP is mandatory in 3GPP, the PRACK request becomes mandatory in 3GPP. 

3. As a PRACK request only meaning when carrying an RAck header this header is mandatory for all usage within the PRACK method.

4. Transfer of the methods in a proxy is now mandatory for a proxy. The headers are irrelevant to receive and mandatory to transmit at a proxy, as the proxy performs no processing.
