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1. Overall Description:

SA2 wrote:

TSG SA WG2 has discussed the recent improvements in SIP in unifying the early media, manyfolks and HEFRP which has been captured in the IETF draft “draft-rosenberg-sip-unify-00.txt”.  It is expected that these changes shall be included in the next update of SIPbis (and before the IETF last call process).  In addition, the manyfolks draft as well as a new draft ( draft-ietf-sip-update-00.txt ) which addresses update of session related parameters without impacting session dialogs, will address the requirements identified in the unify draft. SA2 has agreed that 3GPP architecture shall adapt to these changes.

CN1 thanks SA2 for their liaison statement. CN1 is of course aware of the developing nature of the SIP specifications in IETF.

CN1 is making revisions to TS 23.218, TS 24.228 and TS 24.229 in order to be compliant with the bis draft (now RFC 3261) and with the UPDATE and revised manyfolks documents that have been developed from the now obsolete “draft-rosenberg-sip-unify-00.txt”.

CN1 believes that it can implement all the existing architectural requirements from the existing TS 23.228 without deviating from compliance with these IETF specifications. In summary, CN1 believes these are:

1. Calling user makes the final selection of the allowed codec for any media stream.

2. Selection of a single codec (excluding DTMF) for transmission and reception rather than allowing transmission on any of the received codecs for a given media stream.

3. All calls require preconditions in order to establish the PDP context for the media prior to ringing and answer.

CN1 is not sure what architectural changes are implied by SA2 concerning the approved documents resulting from the "unify" draft and seeks clarifications that the above requirements are still to be met. 

CN1 is aware that some protocol dependent terminology in the stage 2 (TS 23.228) does require some amendment.
