Each IM CN subsytem functional entity shall apply loose routeing policy as described in RFC 3261 [20] when processing a SIP request. In cases where the I-CSCF or the S-CSCFmay interact with strict routers in non IM CN subsystem networks, the routing procedures defined in RFC 3261 [20] that ensure interoperability with strict routers shall be used by the I-CSCF and S-CSCF.
