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1. Overall Description:

It is decided that the PCO IE will be used to carry the IMS signaling flag indication. In CN1 the PCO IE has been added to the PDP Context Modification Procedure and the Secondary PDP Context Activation Procedure for Rel-5. SA2 is aware of that Rel-4 SGSN does not transfer the PCO IE to the GGSN if included in the PDP Context Modification Procedure or the Secondary PDP Context Activation Procedure. This will bring a problem: a PDP context may be charged as a general purpose PDP context while the user believes the PDP context is for free.

This problem was discussed based on the attached CRs (S2-021681, S2-021682), which were noted. The CRs provide a solution when the primary PDP context is used. However, it does not solve the problem when the UE is using Secondary PDP Context Activation Procedure to establish a dedicated signaling PDP context.

SA2 would like to know has CN1 considered a solution where an UE could get an acknowledgement when the activation/modification of a dedicated PDP context has been successful/unsuccessful. According to the SA2’s understanding this would solve the problem with all possible cases.
