Missing charging information: tariff information

DISCUSSION 
Alcatel sees the need to carry tariff information for a number of reasons:

1. 3GPP TR 23.815 states:

“The A and B parties home networks shall be able to exchange information on the charging to be applied to the current session or to some media component of the session. The calling party’s home network can then, according to the service and inter-operator agreement, apply appropriate charging.”

This includes interworking with legacy networks where charging information can be carried over #7 signalling (see ITU-T ES 201 296).

2. 3GPP TS 29.198-4 defines the OSA operation SetCallChargPlan, allowing an application to communicate charging information to the CSCF (parameter TpCallChargePlan).

According to the description of the parameter TpCallChargePlan, the tariff information serves to be logged in the CDR. Already for this reason it must travel over the ISC interface. But to have a consistent way of charging, the information should also reach the session charging function of the on line charging function.

As for Tdoc N1-021xxx on the charged free indication we have two solutions to carry this information. 

Since this information should be per media we can put it in the SDP part, but since it’s a charging information we can also put it in the charging vector.

Based on the agreement of the group, Alcatel proposes to work out the details for this parameter and the required contributions to the involved documents.
