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	In 24.008, section 10.5.6.10, the encoding of the Teardown Indicator IE is defined.  The encoding definition indicates that teardown Indicator is set as either ‘1’ or ‘0’.  However, the textual description of Teardown Indicator describes the behaviour and analysis of the IE as based on ‘Present’ or ‘Not Present’.  

Similar problems were previously identified in 29.060 and were corrected by CR 232r2 in CN4.  However, the changes that were made to 29.060 were not carried over into 23.060, 24.007 or 24.008.  
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	The description of the use of Teardown Indicator is corrected – the nature of the correction is based on the approach used in 29.060 CR 232r2

PDP context deactivation procedure

The purpose of this procedure is to deactivate an existing PDP context between the MS and the network. The PDP context deactivation may be initiated by the MS or by the network. Where the tear down indicator information element is included in the DEACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT REQUEST and is set to ‘1’, all active PDP contexts sharing the same PDP address as the PDP context associated with this specific TI shall be deactivated. Where the tear down indicator information element is included in the DEACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT REQUEST and is set to ‘0’, or is not included in the DEACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message, only the PDP context associated with this specific TI shall be deactivated. 

After successful PDP context deactivation, the associated NSAPI and TI values are released and can be reassigned to another PDP context.

The purpose of the tear down indicator information element is to indicate whether only the PDP context associated with this specific TI or all active PDP contexts sharing the same PDP address as the PDP context associated with this specific TI shall be deactivated.

The tear down indicator is a type 1 information element.

The tear down indicator information element is coded as shown in figure 10.5.142/3GPP TS 24.008 and table 10.5.160/3GPP TS 24.008.
