	In UMTS, ciphering and integrity protection are not always clearly mentionned in 24.008.

In few points, the security context in the UE is evoked in terms of "security mode", which does not allow to specify without ambiguity whether integrity only, [integrity and ciphering], [integrity or ciphering] or ciphering only is to be considered.

There are some points where only “security mode” is mentionned. The question is : is it integrity, (integrity or ciphering), ciphering, or (integrity and ciphering) ?

This CR only relates to one point where this question is ocurring on the security mode control criteria, necessary for PS service request procedure acceptance. (See 4.7.13.3 Service request procedure accepted by the network)
Integrity protection is mandatory. See 24.008, ch. 4.1.1.1.1 Integrity Checking of Signalling Messages in the Mobile Station (UMTS only) : In UMTS only, integrity protected signalling is mandatory with one exception regarding emergency calls (see 4.1.1.1.1a).  

Ciphering is optional. See attached agreed 33.102 CR : S3-020203, ch. 6.6 Access link data confidentiality, ch. 6.6.1 General : User data and some signalling information elements should be considered sensitive and should be confidentiality protected.

If the SERVICE REQUEST message was sent in PMM-IDLE mode, the indication from the lower layers that the security mode control procedure is completed with integrity shall be treated as a successful completion of the procedure. The timer T3317 shall be stopped, and the MS enters GMM-REGISTERED state and PMM-CONNECTED mode. 

If the SERVICE REQUEST message was sent in PMM-CONNECTED mode, then the reception of the SERVICE ACCEPT message shall be treated as a successful completion of the procedure. The timer T3317 shall be stopped and the MS remains in PMM-CONNECTED mode.

If the PDP context status information element is included in the Service Accept, then the MS shall deactivate locally (without peer to peer signalling between the MS and the network) all that PDP contexts which are not in SM state PDP-INACTIVE on MS side but are indicated by the Network as being in state PDP-INACTIVE.
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
