5.2.11.1
P-CSCF-initiated release of subscriptions

Upon receipt of an indication that the radio interface resources are no longer available for a served user, for whom one or more ongoing session exists, the P-CSCF shall release each of the related dialogs by applying the following steps:

1)
if the P-CSCF serves the subscriber of a session it shall generate a SUBSCRIBE request based on the information saved for the related dialog, including:

-
a Request-URI, set to the stored Contact header provided by the notifier;

-
a To header, set to the To header value as received in the 200 (OK) response for the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
a From header, set to the From header value as received in the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
a Call-ID header, set to the Call-Id header value as received in the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
a CSeq header, set to the CSeq value that was stored for the direction from the subscriber to the notifier, incremented by one;

-
a Route header, set to the routeing information towards the notifier as stored for the dialog;

an Event-Header set to the value saved from the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
an Expires header, set to the value 0;

-
further headers, based on local policy or the requested session release reason.

2)
If the P-CSCF serves the notifier of a session it shall generate a NOTIFY request based on the information saved for the related dialog, including:

a Request-URI, set to the stored Contact header provided by the subscriber;

-
a To header, set to the From header value as received in the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
a From header, set to the To header value as received in the 200 (OK) response for the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
a Call-ID header, set to the Call-Id header value as received in the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
a CSeq header, set to the CSeq value that was stored for the direction from the notifier to the subscriber, incremented by one;

-
a Route header, set to the routeing information towards the subscriber as stored for the dialog;

5.4.7.1
S-CSCF-initiated release of subscriptions

Upon receipt of a network internal indication to release an existing subscription of a user, the S-CSCF shall:

1)
generate a first SUBSCRIBE request for the notifier based on the information saved for the related dialog, including:

-
a Request-URI, set to the stored Contact header provided by the notifier;

-
a To header, set to the To header value as received in the 200 OK response for the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
a From header, set to the From header value as received in the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
a Call-ID header, set to the Call-Id header value as received in the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
a CSeq header, set to the CSeq value that was stored for the direction from the subscriber to the notifier, incremented by one;

-
a Route header, set to the routeing information towards the notifier as stored for the dialog;

- 
an Event-Header set to the value saved from the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
an Expires header, set to the value 0;

-
further headers, based on local policy or the requested session release reason.

2)
generate a NOTIFY request for the subscriber based on the information saved for the related dialog, including:

-
a Request-URI, set to the stored Contact header provided by the subscriber;

-
a To header, set to the From header value as received in the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
a From header, set to the To header value as received in the 200 OK response for the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

-
a Call-ID header, set to the Call-Id header value as received in the initial SUBSCRIBE request;

a CSeq header, set to the CSeq value that was stored for the direction from the called to the subscriber, incremented by one;

-
a Route header, set to the routeing information towards the subscriber as stored for the dialog;

further headers, based on local policy or the requested session release reason.

3)
if the S-CSCF serves the subscriber, treat the so-generated SUBSCRIBE request as if received directly from the subscriber, i.e. send it to internal service control and based on the outcome further on towards the notifier;

4)
if the S-CSCF serves the subscriber, send the NOTIFY request directly to the subscriber;

5)
if the S-CSCF serves the notifier, send the SUBSCRIBE request directly to the subscriber;

6)
if the S-CSCF serves the notifier, treat the NOTIFY request as if received directly from the notifer, i.e. shall send it to internal service control and based on the outcome further on towards to the notifier.

Upon receipt of the 2xx responses for both SUBSCRIBE and NOTIFY requests, the S-CSCF shall release all information related to the dialog.
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
