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1. Overall Description:

CN1 thanks SA2 for their liaison statement S2-023124r2 which was received as N1-022364.

CN1 confirms that their specifications 23.218 and 24.229 should be considered as part of the core set of IMS specifications that should be addressed as part of the work item on access independent IMS.

There has been some discussion within CN1 as to whether 24.228 should also reflect changes as part of the work item on access independent IMS. In a previous meeting, some interest was shown in having some examples of other access mechanisms It was subsequently agreed in CN1#27 that no work would be performed on 24.228.

Previous proposals on the contents of 24.229 in respect of this work item has identified the possibility of splitting out clause 9 to a separate specification. In discussing this proposal, there was no agreement about whether the proposal could be limited to clause 9, or whether other clauses would be impacted. No final decision has been made on this and no further action will be taken until nearer the release 6 freeze date. Such a decision will be based on the needs of other organisations in referencing the common material and also better knowledge of the impact of other access mechanisms and their documentation requirements (e.g. wireless LAN).

CN1 confirms that linked CRs will be created at Release 5 for the terminology change of PCF to PDF.
