1. Overall Description:

GERAN2 has discussed the issue "Indication of the MS support of "Modulation based multislot class"". The feature " Modulation based multislot class " was introduced in GERAN plenary #04. At this meeting it was  agreed that this feature shall be optional for the MS. This decision has been endorsed in GERAN#14. It will allow that the MS gets the maximum technical possible number of timeslots assigned in case of a EGPRS TBF if the classic GSMK modulation is used by the network. Without this feature a EGPRS capable MS will provide a lower data rate then a legacy R97 mobile if GMSK is used on a EGPRS TBF. As this feature is introduced in Rel-4, whereas EGPRS is a R99 feature, the network needs to know which multislot class it supports in case of a EGPRS TBF with a GMSK modulation.

Due to unknown reasons the former 24.008 CR which was intended to introduce the flag in the MS RAC IE was never agreed by CN1. GERAN has approved a set of 04.60/44.060 CRs(Rel-4 onwards) which are clarifying the usage of this feature and especially its relationship to the proposed flag in the MS RAC IE. In order to ensure that this important feature could be used properly, the support of it must be possible to be indicated in the MS RAC IE.
