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1. Overall Description:

TS 24.229 contains procedures for a UE to release all active dialogs (e.g., subscriptions, sessions) prior to deregistering the only public user identity currently registered (i.e. no other is registered except its associated set of implicitly registered public user identities). However, nothing is specified for the case when several public user identities, not in the same set of implicitly registered public user identities, are registered, and one or more active dialogs are established (subscriptions, sessions) for a determined public user identity, and that identity is de-registered.

CN1 would like to have SA1 and SA2 guidance on the following question:

What happens to the dialogs established with one Public User Identity when the UE deregisters this Public User Identity and the user is still registered with at least one other Public User Identity?

The UE shall release all the existing dialogs established with the Public User Identity being deregistered, or, alternatively,

The UE can keep all those existing dialogs (i.e., deregistration of a public user identity does not trigger dialog release).

The case of deregistration procedure with established dialogs can occur on network trigger (network initiated deregistration) for instance for pre-paid user or on user trigger (user initiated deregistration).
