	The specification mandates the P-CSCF or S-CSCF to send a CANCEL request to release a session that is currently being established. There are a number of problems with this approach:

1. CANCEL requests affect only INVITE created dialogs, and not other dialogs created with, e.g., SUBSCRIBE requests.

2. CANCEL requests can only be sent in the same direction as the original INVITE request i.e., from the calling side to the called side, but not from the called to the calling side.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	It is clarified that:

1. The condition to send a CANCEL request is restricted to dialogs created with an INVITE request.

2. The CANCEL request has to follow the same direction as the INVITE request (i.e., from calling to the called side)

3. As the CANCEL has to follow the same direction as the INVITE request, only the originating P-CSCF can send a CANCEL request, but not the terminating. The terminating P-CSCF could send a CANCEL request to the served UE, but that is the UE that has gone out of radio coverage. What it sends instead is a 480 response back to the called party

For an originating P-CSCF that receives an indication that radio coverage is no longer available for a served UE, and for whom one ore more ongoing sessions are currently being established, the P-CSCF shall cancel those sessions (initiated by an INVITE request) by generating a CANCEL request in the same direction as the original INVITE request, i.e., towards the terminating UE, according to the procedures described in RFC 3261 [26].

For terminating P-CSCF that receives an indication that radio coverage is no longer available for a served UE, and for whom one ore more ongoing sessions are currently being established, the P-CSCF shall terminate those sessions (initiated by an INVITE request) by generating a 480 (Temporarily Unavailable) response towards the originating UE, according to the procedures described in RFC 3261 [26].
