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Introduction

This paper proposes to restructure 24.229 in the same way as it was done for 23.228 by SA2 in order to reflect IMS communality.

Discussion

In February, SA2 has decided to restructure the Release 6 version of TS 23.228, in order to better reflect aspects of interoperability and commonality between IP Multimedia Systems using different IP-Connectivity Access Networks within the TS. In practice this meant that all GPRS related text was moved into a new normative Annex E, which is called "IP-Connectivity Access Network specific concepts when using GPRS to access IMS".  

The text in the main section of 23.228 was re-worded in a way that it allows different access technologies to be applied.

This was necessary in order to make the IMS architecture independent of the access technology. Further annexes can be added in the future for different access technologies. 

It is therefore proposed that CN1 applies the same structure and rework for the Rel-6 version of 24.229 as chosen by SA2 for 23.228, which means:

1) 
Re-word the text in the main part of 24.229 (and non-access related annexes) so that it is not dependant on GPRS or any specific access technology; and,

2)
add a new Annex to 24.229 which includes all the GPRS related material that is currently in 24.229. This Annex should be named in the same way as the related Annex in 23.228, i.e.: "IP-Connectivity Access Network specific concepts when using GPRS to access IMS".

It needs to be mentioned that some sections in 24.229 will be heavily affected by this procedures, e.g. those sections that talk about

the discovery of the P-CSCF; 

- 
Service Based Local Policy (establishment of PDP contexts for media) ;

- 
Charging (e.g. 4.5.3, 7.2A.5)

- 
Media Line Grouping / Separate Flows.

Therefore it seems sensible to apply the required rework within one step, so that the new structure of 24.229 is applied at once and the document then has a clear structure that can be used for further contributions. A step-by-step approach that would move individual sections to the Annex seems not manageable. 

Proposal

It is proposed that for the next meeting a CR is submitted that reworks the structure of the Rel-6 version of TS 24.229 in the way as described above.

Nokia is willing to work on this CR, but sees it as necessary that CN1 first agrees on the proposed way forward, as the structure rework involves major editing work. 

The contribution proposing the new structure should be a joint contribution by as many as possible companies.
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
