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1 Introduction

A new draft, "Network Discovery and Selection within the EAP Framework"[18], has been submited to IETF for network discovery and selection using EAP signalling. 

The proposed solution has 3 components: a delivery mechanism for conveying Access Network and Service Network Information to a WLAN client (Supported PLMN list), a data model/syntax for structuring the information in a generic manner (NAI Decoration recommendation), and a method by which the WLAN client can indicate its selection to the WLAN Access Network.

TS 24.234 is at the moment consistent with the recommendations included in this draft.
