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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on “Handling of MBMS UEs in RRC-connected, PMM-IDLE state” (S2-033325-R2-032282).
To solve the UE in RRC-Connected problem, SA2 has considered the RAN2 Uu proposal and has also discussed another solution to solve the problem.

2. Uu proposal:

In Uu proposal:

· the UE moving to PMM-IDLE RRC Connected state sends a Uu message to its RNC to indicate its activated MBMS services (UE context).
· At Session Start, a Uu request is sent to PMM-IDLE RRC-Connected mode UEs which have activated the incoming MBMS service so that these UEs move back to PMM-CONNECTED state via NAS signaling.

This proposal implies addition of two Uu messages in RAN specifications and a UE needs to indicate its list of activated MBMS services (UE Context) over Uu each time it starts a CS call.

3. Other proposal discussed in SA2:

The following proposal has been discussed during SA2 meeting:

· via the Session Start Request message, the SGSN provides the list of IMSIs of PMM-IDLE mode UEs which have joined the service,

· the RNC compares this list of IMSI with the list of IMSIs of UEs which are in IDLE-mode and RRC-Connected state and count them to estimate whether ptp or ptm should be used.

This proposal should avoid addition of Uu messages and a UE does not need to indicate its list of activated MBMS services (UE Context) over Uu each time it starts a CS call.

No conclusion has been reached yet in SA2.
