3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the [following] terms and definitions given in draft-ietf-simple-message-sessions-01 [9]apply:

Host: An MSRP peer which is hosting the session, or has a relay to host the session on its behalf
Hosting endpoint: An endpoint which has the role of a host
Hosting device: A device which hosts the session. Hosting device listens for an MRSP connection and maintains session state. Hosting endpoint and hosting relay can be hosting devices
Relay: A device which hosts the session on behalf of host or a device which connects to the hosting device on behalf of visitor 
Session inactivity timer: A predetermined timer, which is initilaized when the session is created and reset when the associated endpoint sends a SEND request. When either timer of MSRP peer expires without being reset, the session must be invalidated
Visitor: The peer which connects to the hosting device
Visiting endpoint: An endpoint which has the role of a visitor
