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1. Overall Description:

CN1 would like to thank SA3 on their LS regarding the storage of WLAN parameters and more specifically on the storage of re-authentication identity.

CN1's opinion is that there is not a real need to store in permanent memory (i.e. USIM) the re-authentication identity and related parameters, for power-off and power-on usage, since the benefit of doing so is little in comparison with the implementation effort that USIM storage would require. 

Therefore CN1 proposes that the re-authentication identity and related parameters are stored in volatile memory in the WLAN UE, so that the re-authentication identity and associated security parameters shall not be stored anywhere after power off, as required by SA3 in their LS.
