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Introduction

In section 5.3 there is text that describes a “List of forbidden PLMNs for WLAN Access”.  The text states that the list shall be removed at switch off.  However the term switch off is somewhat ambiguous when applied to PDAs, PCs etc that use either an internal WLAN radio or external WLAN radio.  Here the WLAN UE functionality is more than likely to be software running on a multi-purpose platform.  Thus when the software is terminated or closed then the list could also be removed.  Given that this requires some careful thought and wording its proposed that an editors note be added to highlight this fact.  

Proposal

Note added to clarify the “switch off”, and also where the PLMN should be added upon failure.

List of forbidden PLMNs for I-WLAN access

The I-WLAN UE shall contain a list of "Forbidden PLMNs for I-WLAN access". The list shall be removed at switch off. The list is defined in clause 7.3.
Note:
The term switch off may be applicable to an embedded WLAN UE. However, if the UE is a PC or PDA, then the list should be removed when the WLAN UE client software is terminated.
The I-WLAN UE shall not use the "Forbidden PLMNs for I-WLAN access" available from other accesses for I-WLAN PLMN selection nor Authentication procedures. 

Upon reception of an EAP-Failure message in response to an EAP-Response/Identity message, the I-WLAN UE shall add the PLMN identity (which was use to decorate the NAI in EAP-Response/Identity) to the "Forbidden PLMNs for I-WLAN access" list.

Editor's note: there is no such an error cause in EAP-Authentication as 'I-WLAN services not allowed in this PLMN' only Authentication failure. The AAA server always handles the authentication and it is at home. The only possibility would be that the AAA proxy is not willing to give service (all PLMNs in network advertisement information are forbidden to the user). 
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
