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1. Overall Description:

CN1 got aware that SA2 has decided to not proceed the work on IMS session policy, as long as no clear requirements are stated. 

During the last CN1 meetings a special SIP session case was discussed, which needs to be solved for Rel-6. CN1 wants to bring this case to the attention of SA2.
From Rel-6 on it is allowed to send INVITE requests that do not include a SDP Offer. This SIP functionality was explicitly prohibited in Rel-5. Such INVITE requests can e.g. be sent for third party call control features, as e.g. described in draft-ietf-sipping-3pcc-06. In this case it is likely to happen, that the first SDP Offer is sent in the 200 (OK) response to this INVITE request. As per RFC 3261 procedures such a 200 (OK) response must be answered immediately with an ACK request, that includes the SDP Answer. Due to that the network does not have the to reject the indicated SDP Offer or Answer with a 488 (Not allowed here) response. 
Furthermore CN1 wants to indicate, that during the last IETF meeting discussions on a solution for session policy were held. It seems unlikely that IETF will come up with such a solution within the Rel-6 timeframe.
