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Introduction

I-WLAN and WLAN PLMN Network selection procedures are applicable to initial network selection at WLAN UE switch on and following recovery from lack of WLAN radio coverage. The purpose of network selection is to ensure that WLAN UE selects the best available PLMN according to the procedures defined in 24.234.
Proposal

The text in clause 5.2.1 of TS 24.234 mentions that network selection procedure is done to ensure             that I-WAN that have direct connection to HPLMN is selected. But it is true only for the case if such direct connection is available. For the case where no direct connection is available, the procedure aims selecting a I-WLAN that is connected to a VPLMN according to procedures in clauses 5.2.2.1.1.2 and 5.2.3.3.3. So this proposal aims at clarifying the text in the clause 5.2.1 to reflect the above meaning.

5.2 Network selection procedures

5.2.1 General

In 3GPP WLAN interworking Network selection consists of two procedures: I-WLAN selection and WLAN PLMN selection. These two procedures are performed as separate steps: first the I-WLAN is selected, and then the PLMN selection is performed. These procedures are applicable to initial network selection at WLAN UE switch on and following recovery from lack of WLAN radio coverage.

In order to ensure that the result of Network Selection is the association with an I-WLAN that has direct connection to HPLMN, whenever such direct connection is possible, both procedures are linked to each other as specified in this clause. 
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
