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Introduction

This contribution proposes minor clarfications to the subclause 5.3.3.2 and tries to address the item 3.20 listed in the Presence WID open issues list.

Discussion

The open issue 3.20 concerns the watcher subscription case where there does not exist any authorization policy to the watcher. The presence server should put the subscription to the pending state and inform the presentity about the missing authorization policy.

The mechanism for putting the subscription to the pending state and informing the presentity is already supported by the TR having references to watcher information "winfo" related I-Ds (see 5.3.2.4 for general support for the winfo mechanism and 5.3.3.2 texts for how the winfo package is applied in the authorization). Also how the authorization policy should be defined by DM in order to trigger an authorisation confirmation from the presentity is described in the references mentioned in the subclause 6.3.1.3.

Proposal

It is proposed to approve the following modification and change the 3.20 open issue accordingly.

CHANGE

5.3.3.2
Subscription acceptance to presence information and notification of state changes

When the PS receives a SUBSCRIBE request for the presence information event package, the PS shall first attempt to verify the identity of the source of the SUBSCRIBE request as described in subclause 8.1, then perform authorization according to subclause 8.2. In case of successful subscription, the PS shall generate a response to the SUBSCRIBE request and notifications in accordance with RFC 3265 [14] and draft-ietf-simple-presence-10 [21].

Additionally, in the special case of a watcher subscription if the subscription authorization policy results in the action to confirm the watcher subscription from the PUA and the PUA has a valid watcher information subscription, see draft-ietf-simple-winfo-package-05 [22], then, the PS shall inform the PUA about the watcher subscription attempt.

If the watcher application has indicated the need for partial notification using the Accept header field, then the PS shall generate partial notifications in accordance with draft-ietf-simple-partial-notify-01 [18] and draft-ietf-simple-partial-pidf-format-00 [32].
If the body of the SUBSCRIBE request from the watcher contains filters, the PS shall apply the requested filtering function on notifications in accordance with draft-ietf-simple-filter-format-00 [24] and draft-ietf-simple-event-filter-funct-00 [25].

If the watcher application has indicated support for the "multipart/related" content type using the Accept header field, then the PS may generate notifications including "application/pidf+xml" content type aggregated with other objects in accordance with RFC 2387 [9]. In this case, the PS shall modify the value of the presence attribute in the PIDF document to refer to the object included in the multipart.
