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1. Overall Description:

3GPP WG CN1 has discussed the topic and has the following comments to the issues and questions raised by SA2:

1.1
Issue 1 / Question 1

TS 23.228 contain the requirement that session based messaging shall be able to provide the functionality for the “Operator-controlled policy to be set on the size and content of the messages”. SA2 is uncertain how that requirement is captured in the stage 3 work.

Question 1:

Is the requirement above resolved in the current stage 3 work. If yes, explain the current mechanism. If not, will the requirement be resolved within the Rel-6 timeframe?
As an AS can be included in the path, the AS can perform policy by e.g. size or content. The functionality of applications within an AS is outside CN1s responsibility, however the protocol has currently no means to support such a policy feature.

In order to support this, it is CN1 understanding that additions to the MSRP draft are needed. However, as such additions depend on progress within IETF, and support from individuals within IETF, the completion date for such extensions cannot be given by CN1. A number of organisations within CN1 indicate support for doing this work in IETF.

Issue 2 / Question 2

SA2’s understanding of the stage 3 realization of session based messaging is that:

1. It is not possible for a recipient to know how large messages the other party will send until whole or part of the MSRP SEND message is received by the recipient

2. It is not possible to reject an MSRP SEND message

Question 2: 

Is SA2’s understanding above correct?

Due to the SA2’s understanding above and issues like:

1. UE may have limited memory (or available memory )

2. UE may not be willing to receive too large messages

3. Depending on charging model it may be important for the sender to know whether the message is likely to be accepted by the recipient and the recipient may want to know how large messages the sender intend to send.

A possible requirement to support end-to-end negotiation of the maximum acceptable content size of separate messages to be sent between the endpoints within the session based messaging session was discussed. The requirement was agreed to be desirable, but SA2’s understanding is that the requirement would require enhancements of the IETF work on MSRP that stage 3 is relying on.

It is the correct understanding that it is not possible for a recipient to know how large a message from a peer entity is, until the MSRP SEND message is received by the recipient. It is neither possible to reject an MSRP SEND message. CN1 agrees with SA2 that the issues may justify extensions of  MSRP and CN1 see benefits with enhancing the protocol to reflect this.

Issue 2 / Question 3

Question 3: 

Is it possible to achieve a stage 3 solution to the requirement above?
Companies within CN1 have already started off-line discussions within IETF on the topic and intend to bring this to the SIMPLE mailing list as well as to the SIMPLE interim meeting in the end of May. As earlier stated, the progress of additions to Internet Drafts depends on progress within IETF, Based on earlier experience, additions take some months. However, an improved understanding by 3gpp how to approach IETF with 3gpp specific requirements, the SIMPLE / SIPPING interim meeting in end of May and the upcoming IETF#60 in August are beneficial with respect to progress.
