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1. Overall Description:

CN1 would like to thank T3 for their LS on I-WLAN parameters provisioning on the USIM.

In the LS sent from T3, the following questions were asked of CN1, namely:

1/ It is T3 understanding that the I-WLAN network selection context is completely separated from the other 3GPP contexts. Therefore, no Access technology indicator for I-WLAN has been provided to enhance the existing PLMN selector with Access Technology mechanism. Furthermore, the proposed WLAN selector files are completely independent from the existing one. T3 would welcome confirmation on this issue.

In response to the question 1/ asked by T3, CN1 would like to indicate that CN1 has separate procedures for Network selection in cellular access (i.e. TS 23.122) and Network selection in I-WLAN access (i.e. TS 24.234). I-WLANs provide access to HPLMN directly or via intermediate PLMNs, called WLAN VPLMNs in CN1 terminology. Therefore, T3’s understanding is correct and there is no need for an Access Technology indicator for I-WLAN.

2/ Is there a need for an Access Technology Indicator byte specific to the WLAN context, e.g. 802.11b or g or any other? The current assumption of T3 is that there is no such feature.

CN1 answers that at present (i.e. Rel-6), only 802.11b is taken into account by CN1, and CN1’s specification makes no distinction among I-WLAN access technologies. Therefore, CN1 does not see the need for an Access Technology Indicator.

3/  Is there a need for a HPLMN selector specific to I-WLAN access? T3 currently assumes that this is not needed.

CN1 confirms that there is no need for a HPLMN selector specific for I-WLAN access.

4/  Is there a need for a forbidden PLMN list specific to I-WLAN access? T3 currently assumes that this is not needed.

CN1's opinion is that there is not real need for such a list.
