5.2.3
Bootstrapping required indication

NAF shall indicate to the UE that bootstrapped security association is required by sending an HTTP response with code 401 “Unauthorized” and include the WWW-Authenticate header into the response. In particular, the “realm” attribute shall contain a prefix “3GPP-bootstrapping@” and this shall trigger UE to run bootstrapping procedure over Ub interface.

5.2.4 Bootstrapping renegotiation indication

The NAF shall indicate to the UE that the existing bootstrapped security association used in the last HTTP request sent by the UE has expired and that a new bootstrapped security association is required by sending an HTTP response described in subclause 5.2.3. When the UE receives the 401 "Unauthrorized" HTTP response to the HTTP request that was protected using the existing bootstrapped security association, this shall trigger the UE to run bootstrapping procedure over Ub interface.
