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INTRODUCTION

Currently, TS 23.218 states that the Service Key identifies in the Application Server the service logic (L1… Ln) that shall apply (section 3.1), and that the AS shall “performs any needed service logic based on the Service Key” (annex C). TS 23.218 states that the Service Key can be obtained from the HSS via the Sh interface or by other operator defined methods. 
The Service Key can be used in the Application Server for on-line event-based charging. The other interest of the Service Key information is to identify a service logic in an AS. The Service Key allows hosting several service logics in one AS. 
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However, when the Application Server receives a SIP request, the Service Key information is not present in the message. If several service logics are identified by one Request URI, the AS may therefore not have the possibility to determine which service logic shall apply. The S-CSCF may interrogate the HSS via Sh interface, but no Service Key type is specified in TS 29.328. This interrogation of the HSS may also introduce delay in execution of the service. 
PROPOSITION
To allow an AS to host several service logics, we propose 
· either to add in the Initial Filter Criteria the Service Key information transparently transported from the HSS to the AS via the S-CSCF. This is proposed in the related CRs. 
· or, in order to avoid confusion with the Service Key used in CAMEL service, add a new parameter (eg. SIP Service Key) in the Initial Filter Criteria transparently transported from the HSS to the AS via the S-CSCF.
The following changes are proposed in the related CRs:

1. Addition of the optional information Service Key in the Initial Filter criteria. 
If present in the initial Filter Criteria, the Service Key is downloaded from the HSS to the S-CSCF at registration via Cx interface.  
2. Transmission of the Service Key information to the AS. 

When the iFC are met and the S-CSCF send a SIP request to an AS, it includes in the Application Server URI a serviceKey parameter set to the value of the ServiceKey information received in the iFC. Note that the transmission of a <service-key> XML element in the message body is not proposed.
It is proposed to agree the following CRs:
· Tdoc xxx specifies the above modifications into TS 29.228: addition of serviceKey in the iFC and XML schema for Cx interface.
· Tdoc xxx specifies the above procedure into TS 24.229

· Tdoc xxx specifies the above procedure into TS 23.218. 

It is also proposed to include the optional parameter Service Key in Sh interface (TS 29.328).
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
