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Introduction

In the current version of 24.234, v1.5.0, in the sub clause 5.2.2.3.1, the WLAN UE shall be making use of the “Preferred WSID list” in the priority order to select an I-WLAN from the available WSIDs. But according to an accepted SA1 CR S1-040726 in the incoming LS to CN1 (N1-041338), SA1 clarified that there can be two lists possible in UICC, one is ‘User Preferred WSID list” and another is “Operator Preferred WSID list”.
Proposal

This proposal aims at modifying the TS 24.234, v1.5.0 in accordance with the incoming LS (N1-041338) from SA1. In the current version the I-WLAN selection procedure assumes a single “Preferred WSID list” is available in the UICC, from which the WLAN UE has to choose according to the priority. 

But according to the LS, for the purpose of selecting the preferred I-WLAN in case multiple I-WLANs can support the connection to the desired PLMN and for optimising the PLMN selection, two lists may be present in the UICC: the “User Controlled WLAN identities list for I-WLAN” and the “Operator Controlled WLAN identities list for I-WLAN”. And also it is not mandatory for the UICC to support these lists, however if the “Operator Controlled WLAN identities list for I-WLAN” is supported then the “User Controlled WLAN identities list for I-WLAN” shall also be present. It’s also mentioned that both the lists contain the preferred WLAN identities in priority order, and the “User Controlled WLAN identities list for I-WLAN” has higher priority than the “Operator Controlled WLAN identities list for I-WLAN”.

So this proposal aims to modifying the TS to reflect the usage of the above two mentioned lists.

**Modified Section 1**

5.2.2.3.1 
 UE I-WLAN Selection procedure

The WLAN UE shall use scanning procedures as specified in clause 5.1.1 in order to find the available WSIDs.

The WLAN UE shall perform association with a particular access point for the purpose of discovering the supported PLMNs,  using the list of available WSIDs in the following order:

a)
In case the 'User Preferred WSID list' is available in the USIM, each WSID in the 'User Preferred WSID list' data file in the USIM in priority order;

b)
In case the ‘Operator Preferred WSID list' is available in the USIM, each WSID in the ‘Operator Preferred WSID list' data file in the USIM in priority order;
c)
If none of the above lists are available in UICC, other WSIDs supporting 3GPP-WLAN interworking in implementation specific order.

In the case of Automatic PLMN selection the WLAN UE shall stop performing association with other WLANs once a direct connection to the HPLMN has been found.

If no association with any I-WLAN is found, the WLAN UE behavior is implementation dependent.

**Modified Section 2**

7.5    Operator Controlled PLMN Selector for WLAN access

The Operator Controlled PLMN Selector for WLAN access file contains a list of PLMN codes preferred by the operator. It shall be possible to store at least ten entries on the list. The contents of this file are specified in TS 31.102 [13].
7.6    User Preferred WSID list

The User Preferred WSID list file contains a list of WSIDs related to I-WLAN preferred by the user. It shall be possible to store at least ten entries on the list. The contents of this file are specified in TS 31.102 [13].

7.7 
 Operator Preferred WSID list

The Operator Preferred WSID list file contains a list of WSIDs related to I-WLAN preferred by the operator. It shall be possible to store at least ten entries on the list. The contents of this file are specified in TS 31.102 [13].

7.8    Supported PLMNs list for WLAN access

The Supported PLMNs list for WLAN access file contains a list of PLMN codes of roaming partners (i.e. to which the WLAN operator has a direct roaming relationship). This list is per WSID and the WLAN UE may store it for further use. The list shall be deleted at switch off. The format of this list is specified in draft-adrangi-eap-network-discovery-and-selection [12].

7.9    Re-authentication identity

The format of the re-authentication identity is specified in TS 23.003 [1A].
