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	This is an alignment of the stage2 CR S2-043294. In that CR, the MBMS bearer service handling has been specified for the case when a UE changes between supporting and non-supporting SGSNs;

· During Inter SGSN RA Update or SRNS Relocation procedure, the new SGSN indicates its MBMS support to the old SGSN. If there is no support the old SGSN deactivates the MBMS UE contexts. Furthermore, the UE will recognize the MBMS support of the SGSN from the ROUTING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT signalling, which may allow the UE to use point-to-point bearers for MBMS data transfer.

It is proposed that network feature support IE which has been specified for LCS-MOLR capability is reused for MBMS because the handling of MBMS support indication can be completely aligned with the handling of LCS-MOLR flag in that IE. That is, this IE will be always sent from the SGSN in every Attach Accept and RA Update Accept message if it supports LCS-MOLR and/or MBMS.
