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TR 33.878 states in section 6.2.4 that the UE, when registering using early IMS, MUST NOT use identities derived from the ISIM. This is seen as an unnecssary break with 24.229 especially for  UEs that are capable of IMS security and want to register towards an early-IMS network. 

In general it should be understood, that when the operator provides an ISIM application on the UICC, the operator wants the UE to use the ISIM provided identities whenever possible. 

Therefore the related paragraph should be changed to allow only UEs that do not have the capability of reading the ISIM provided identities (e.g. 2G-UEs) to derive those from the IMSI, even if an ISIM application is available.

Therefore the following change is proposed:

6.2.4
Identities and subscriptions

When early IMS security is supported, the HSS shall include for each subscription an IMPI and IMPU derived from the IMSI of the subscription according to the rules in TS 23.003 [8]. If the network supports both early IMS security and fully compliant IMS security, the IMSI-derived IMPI and IMPU shall be stored in addition to other IMPIs and IMPUs that may have been allocated to the subscription.

If a UE attempts a registration using early IMS security, the REGISTER shall include an IMPU that is determined in accordance with the procedures of section 4 and section 5 of TS  24.229  [7]. In this case, if the UE does not have the means to retrieve the identities from the ISIM, the UE shall derive the identities from the IMSI that is used for bearer network access according to the rules in TS 23.003 [8].  .

In the case that a UE is registering using early IMS security with an IMSI-derived IMPU, implicit registration shall be used as a mandatory function to register the subscriber's public user identity(s) using the rules defined in clause 5.2.1a.1 of TS 23.228 [3]. By applying these rules the IMSI-derived IMPU shall be barred in the HSS for all procedures other than SIP registration.
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
