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Introduction

This contributions attempts to summarize the IETF references created by the IMS2 work item. In order to give the overall picture, the published documents are also included, although the more indirect published dependencies are omitted. Release 5 dependencies are also omitted.

In general this document does not attempt to identify the impact of a dependency on the work item, e.g. if it was removed, how drastically would the service requirements from SA1 be compromised.

Nor does this document provide a complete connection of the dependency of one deliverable on another. A dependency higher up the chain may be dependent on some dependency lower down the chain, thus rendering both dependencies at the lower position.
