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The CN2 Editor's meeting have agreed a number of general drafting principles to be applied to TS 29.078. This document lists those principles, and will be presented to CN2#23 in April for Information.

· Assisting gsmSSF will always be written as two words, and not as Assisting SSF.

· gsmSCF will be used instead of SCP (some exceptions exist)

· gsmCCF will not be used. The accepted term is "CCF in MSC".

· We use the term parameter, not IE

· For operation descriptions, start with "The <gsmSCF/gsmSSF etc.> uses this operation…"

· In parameter descriptions, "If present" will be removed.

· Default values for parameters should not be detailed in the parameter description, it is covered in the ASN.1

· The abbreviation CS will not be used for Call Segment to avoid confusion with Circuit Switched

· Abbreviated operation names will not be used in the text

· The descriptions do not refer to exact SDL process, just to the entities or FSMs

· CSA_gsmSSF or CSA_gsmSSF FSM are acceptable terms, CSA_FSM and CSA FSM are not.
