Travelling Instruction

The following airports may be used:

· Schiphol airport (Amsterdam): the most practical for most most international connections

· Eindhoven airport: some smaller airline companies offer flights to/from Eindhoven airport

· Rotterdam airport: some smaller airline companies offer flights to/from Rotterdam airport

· Saventhem (Brussels): good international connections, but longer travelling time via train

By car from Schiphol:

The journey by car from Schiphol to Breda, Rijen or Tilburg takes approximately 1h15, depending on the time of the day. Parking space is available on the Ericsson premises.

For city name, use "Schiphol", not "Amsterdam".

By train from Schiphol:

Use www.ns.nl to plan the train journey (English menu).

The journey by train takes approximately 1h45; the price for a one-way journey is approximately 15 Euro. To travel by train to Ericsson Rijen, you need to take train station "Gilze-Rijen". For Breda, you need “Breda”, for Tilburg, you need “Tilburg-Central”, not “Tilburg-West”.

When flying in at Schiphol via KLM, your flight ticket may be used as train ticket for the journey from Schiphol to Rijen and for the journey from Rijen to Schiphol. It is not needed to buy a train ticket in that case. Note that this offer is valid for KLM flights, and some of the KLM partners, only. On arrival at Schiphol, refer to the train counter to verify that your ticket qualifies for this offer.

The Ericsson office in Rijen is 5 minutes walking distance from the train station. When leaving the train station in Rijen, cross the railway line; you are now in the "Julianastraat". Follow the road for 500m. The Ericsson Street is on your left side. Turn into the Ericsson street. Follow this road for appr. 200m. The main entrance to the Ericsson premises is on your right hand side. On entering the premises, keep left. The main building ("building 20") is on your left after 50m.

If you stay in Breda, the hotel is within walking distance from Breda Central Station. To travel from Breda to Rijen, the train is the easiest option. From Breda Central Station, board the train in the direction of Tilburg. The first stop is "Gilze-Rijen". Make sure you take a train that stops in "Gilze-Rijen". Not all trains from Breda in the direction of Tilburg stop in "Gilze-Rijen"!

By taxi from Schiphol:

Not recommended!
